I. COURSE DESCRIPTION, METHODOLOGY, AND GOALS

Integrative Ministry and Local Theologiesis the secondintegrative course for all M.DIV. and MARL
students. This course bridges IS151 with therequired Contextud Studies coursesat UTS. This course
is a context-focused course, employing asset-based, sodal, contextud, and narative anadysis methods
This course engages its paticipants in self and systemic andysis of theinterndized and sodal
condrucionsof racism, sexism, xenophobag, classism, and heterosexism. Students will engagein
theological reflection to discern vocationd and spiritud dimensonsof ministry andreligious

leadership.
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Methodology:

Unlike other praxis methodobgies tha begin with an emphasize on andysis of
needgproblems, we will use amethodthé first originates in community asset and
relationship identification/development. Instead of beginning with QVha is the problem
here?Q contextud leadership beginswith QWhat are the gifts/assets here?.OMinistry
leadership as community asset and relationship development indudes five characteristics:

I Itsprimary resources are assumed to beresident within thelocal community
I Itspraxisisthat of discerning gifts and relationshipsfor addressing issues of ministry
within a given context
I Itsintended outcome isreleasing the power of local resources and people
I Itspaticipants are individuds, assodationsand organizations and ingitutions
I Theological issues are present in every context; our task isto see God rather then
bring God to tha setting.

h) Learningtherole of naghbohoodassodationsin dealing with
neghbohoodtommunity realities in relationghip to the practice of local
ministries and theologies
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i) Engagingin civil discourse by honaing theologcal, contextud, and political
differences
